As Oscar Wilde once said, “Fashion is a form of ugliness so 
intolerable; one must change it every six months.”   It’s a maxim 
the creators have taken literally, deciding to create a plethora of 
costumes that are more at home on the Paris runway than on a 
stodgy British ghost in a Broadway musical.  It’s Gaultier and 
Galliano meets Oscar Wilde and Shakespeare! 

 
The 
setting is more ‘80s dance club than 16th century English manor.  Lights flash, the mirror 
ball moon casts its magic beams and models strut the catwalk—colorful and bold.

About the Designer  and Collection: 
 
New York and Dublin designer Annique Lambe combines her training in theatrical costume 
design with her experience in contemporary fashion design in the "Ready to Wear" markets in 
both Ireland and the USA.  Using high end and often unusual fabrics, Annique employs her 
signature hand-embellishing techniques in each creation.  She calls her personal style a cocktail 
of modern shabby chic with a 20©s twist and a dash of diamond.  
 
With her shared Irish heritage with Oscar Wilde and her expertise both in costumes and fashion, 
Annique was the perfect designer to create the fashion world of Oscar’s Canterville Ghost.  
Currently working on the collection in her studio, Annique is drawing from past collections and 
the Paris Runway for a truly unique costume design that is just as at home on the runway as on 
the stage.  
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About the Show: 
A “dramatic musical comedy”  based on the Oscar Wilde story, CANTERVILLE 

GHOST was adapted by composer and lyricist Joshua Williams and book writer Ryan 
Hamilton.  The upcoming U.S. premier and European Tour will feature an energetic cast 
and creative team, including Broadway veterans Bill Bowers (Lion King, The Scarlet 

Pimpernel) and Doug Reed (Cats, Phantom of the Opera).  Critics 
have called CANTERVILLE GHOST “original…yet stylistically 
diverse,”  a show with “a wonderful score…a hilarious song and 
dance.”     

CANTERVILLE GHOST is a musical based on the Oscar 
Wilde short story by the same name.  Reset in the 1920s, it is the tale 

of a determined 15-year old, Virginia Otis, and her proud American family who move 
into a medieval English manor.  As with any pedigreed manor, the Canterville Chase is 
haunted by Sir Simon, a fine and respectable ghost of the grand tradition; an expert 
performer and master of his craft.  Unfortunately for this ghost, modern American 
sensibility leaves little room for such nonsense as haunting.    

The story maintains the subtle wit and dry humor of the Wilde original, while 
adding a musical score with more than twenty original and eclectic 
show stopping songs.  It plays liberally with American and British 
customs, politics, and age-old stereotypes, lampooning both countries 
to riotous effect.   

CANTERVILLE GHOST has been featured “ in concert”  at 
the Teatr Rozrywki (Chorzow, Poland) and with the Utah Valley 
Symphony (Provo, UT).  A trial production of CANTERVILLE 
GHOST was presented at the Union School Theatre (Rutherford, NJ) 
and off-off-Broadway’s Abingdon Theatre (New York City) in 2003.   
In June 2003, CANTERVILLE GHOST had an industry reading at 
Manhattan Theatre Club Creative Center (New York City). 

A Children’s Illustrated Story Book and an Animated Short 
Film by director Annie Poon are currently in the works.  Both items will be released in 
tandem with the U.S. premier of CANTERVILLE GHOST.
